Institutional strength, distinctive priority and thrust areas 
Sree Chaitanya College, Habra is a co-educational higher education institution situated in an economically backward area of the District of 24 Pgns, West Bengal, close to the international border of Bangladesh. One of the oldest educational institutes in this district, the college was founded  in the decade after the Independence of India, in 1956, to facilitate the education of children of refugees who had migrated to India from erstwhile East Pakistan, and to cater to the higher education needs of students of economically deprived sections who came to pursue higher education from the adjoining villages and small district towns. In the last sixty seven years  since its founding, the college has dedicated itself to provide quality higher education in the Sciences and Humanities, and has emerged as one of the important higher educational institutes in the district that offers undergraduate programmes to aspiring youth from the neighbouring villages and small towns.    
At present,  Sree Chaitanya College,Habra, operates under three shifts, and offers 14 Honours Subject Courses and 17 General Subject Courses according to the CBCS (Choice Based Credit System) syllabi framed by the West Bengal State University (WBSU). During the last decade, it had introduced Post Graduate (PG) courses in Bengali, Chemistry and Anthropology. In these courses the respective departments have their own PG Boards of Study, which frame their own respective syllabus and thus contribute to the development of higher education. Besides regular courses, the college also offers distance education courses both at the UG and PG levels as a unit of Netaji Subhas Open University (NSOU).
According to the Vision Statement of the college, as also highlighted every year in the College Prospectus, the stated aim of the college is: "Character formation through knowledge and value-based education for transformation of the society and the nation." This can be considered as its distinctive priority area and thrust. In accordance with the Vision Statement, the college provides inclusive education to a large and diverse student population that includes female students in large numbers, as well as students from the SC, ST, OBC categories.
